Exhaust emission are controlled by the fundamental
engine parameters and components(eq., carburation,
ignition timing and port timing) without addition of any
major hardware or the introduction of an inert material
during combustion.

These engines are certified to operate on unleaded
gasoline.

Make sure to use gasoline with a minimum octane
number of 89 RON (USA/Canada: 87AL)

If you use a gasoline of a lower octane value than
prescribed, there is a danger that the engine temperature
may rise and an engine problem such as piston seizing
may consequently occur.

Unleaded gasoline is recommended to reduce the
contamination of the air for the sake of your health and
the environment.

Poor quality gasolines or oils may damage sealing rings,
fuel lines or fuel tank of the engine.

HOW TO MIX FUEL

Pay attention to agitation.

. Measure out the quantities of gasoline and oil to be

mixed.

. Put some of the gasoline into a clean, approved fuel

container.

. Pour in all of the oil and agitate well.
. Pour In the rest of gasoline and agitate again for at least

one minute. As some oils may be difficult to agitate
depending on oil ingredients, sufficient agitation is
necessary for the engine to last long. Be careful that, if
the agitation is insufficient, there is an increased danger
of early piston seizing due to abnormal lean mixture.

. Put a clear indication on the outside of the container to

avoid mixing up with other containers.

. Indicate the contents on outside of container for easy

identification.

FUELING THE UNIT

Untwist and remove the fuel cap. Keep the cap and inlet
of the tank clean.

. Put fuel into the fuel tank to 80% of the full capacity.
. Fasten the fuel cap securely and wipe up any fuel spillage

around the unit.

« When a new machine is first operated, in the first few
minutes grease may come out of the gear case. But, since
this is excess grease, there is no cause for alarm. Just
wipe it off with the engine stopped for next use.

You will achieve better results by not crowding the
blades into the cutting area. Allow the unit to trim at its
own pace.

. Lubricate the blade bars to prevent rust with special grease, part no. 531 00 75-12 (UL21), before long periods of storage.

2. Empty the fuel tank and put the cap back on. Drain off the fuel in an approved container outdoors and well clear of naked
flames.

3. Remove the spark plug, pour a small amount of oil into the cylinder.

4. Rotate the crankshaft several times using the starting rope in order to distribute the oil. Put the spark plug back in.

5. Wrap the engine with a plastic sheet.

6. Store the trimmer indoors in a dry place, dust free place, out of the reach of children, preferably not in direct contact with the

floor and away from heat sources.
7. The transport guard should always be fitted to the cutting attachment when the machine is not in use.

When disposing your machine, fuel or oil for the machine, be sure to follow your local regulations.
